East Sussex County Council (hereafter "the Council") in exercise of the powers conferred by Sections 1(1)), 2(1) and (2), 4(1) and Part IV of Schedule 9 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 as amended, ("the 1984 Act"), and of all other enabling powers and after consultation with the Chief Officer of Police in accordance with Part III of Schedule 9 to the Act, hereby make the following order:-

PART I

Citation and Commencement

1. This Order shall come into operation on 20th October 2008 and may be cited as the Eastbourne (Prescribed Routes) (Consolidation No 2) Order 2008
Revocation

2. Without prejudice to the validity of anything done or to any liability incurred in respect of any act or omission before the coming into operation of this Order, all Traffic Orders made by the Council under the 1984 Act and pertaining to any restriction set out in Part II of this Order in relation to Eastbourne are hereby revoked.
Interpretation

3. (1) In this Order, except where context otherwise requires: -

"ambulance" the same meaning as in the Vehicle Excise and Registration Act 1994 Schedule 2, Section 6

"bus" means a motor vehicle constructed or adapted to carry more than eight passengers (in addition to the driver), or motor vehicle not so constructed or adapted used to provided local services;

“Council” means East Sussex County Council or its appointed agents;


“cycle lane” means an area of the carriageway which the use of which by vehicles is restricted by or under any enactment, either in both directions or in one direction only and either at all times or at particular times only, to pedal cycles and is comprised within and designated by road markings complying with diagrams 1049 and 1057 in Schedule 6 of the Traffic Signs Regulations and General Directions 2002 
“cycle track” means a way constituting or comprised in a highway, being a way over which the public have the following, but no other rights of way, that is to say, a right of way on pedal cycles with or without a right of way on foot.

"driver" in relation to a vehicle waiting in a parking place means that person driving the vehicle at the time it was left in the parking place;

“dual carriageway" means a road part of which consists of a central reservation to separate a carriageway to be used by vehicles proceeding in one direction from a carriageway to be used by vehicles proceeding in the opposite direction.

"enactment" means any enactment, whether public general or local and includes any order, byelaw, rule, regulation, scheme or other instrument having effect by virtue of an enactment and any reference in this Order to any enactment as amended, applied, consolidated, enacted by or as having effect by virtue of any subsequent enactment;

“pedal cycle” has the same meaning as in Regulation 3(1) (b) of the Pedal Cycle (Construction and Use) Regulations 1983 (or any amendment thereof)  

“road” includes part of a road and has the same meaning as in Section 142 of the 1984 Act;

"Schedule" means a Schedule to this Order.

“Terminus Road loading permit” means a permit entitling the holder to enter the areas of Terminus Road in Eastbourne where there are restrictions on vehicle access, for the purposes of loading and unloading  at premises which do not have rear access.    

“traffic sign” means a sign of any size, type and colour prescribed and authorised under, or as having effect as though prescribed or authorised under section 64 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984;

“vehicle” means mechanically propelled vehicle intended or adapted for use on roads as in Section 136 of the 1984 Act; 

"weight" in relation to a vehicle means the unladen weight of that vehicle;

(2) Any reference in this Order to a length of road shall, unless otherwise specified, as construed to a reference to the whole width of that length of road.

(3) The restrictions, prohibitions and requirements imposed by this Order are in addition to and not in derogation of any restriction, prohibition or requirement imposed by any other enactment and any exception or exemption from the provision of this order is without prejudice to the provisions of any other enactment.

Application of Order

4. The restrictions imposed by Part II of this Order are subject to the exceptions and exemptions set out in Part III of this Order.

PART II

RESTRICTIONS

5. No person shall cause or permit any vehicle to proceed in any road or length of road specified in column 2 of Schedule 1 (One Way Traffic)  in a direction other than that specified in column 3 of the said Schedule.
6. No person shall, except when proceeding from one dual carriageway to the other, cause any vehicle to proceed in either of the dual carriageways of the road or the length of road specified in Schedule 2 (Dual Carriageways) in such direction other than so as to keep the central island on the right hand side or off side of the vehicle
7. No person shall cause or permit any vehicle to wait at any time on any part of a road specified in Schedule 3 (24 Hour clearways), other than in a layby.  
8. No person shall cause or permit any vehicle proceeding in any road or length of road specified in column 2 of Part A to Schedule 4 (No Right Turn) to turn right into the road specified in column 3 of the said Schedule.
9. No person shall cause or permit any vehicle proceeding in any road or length of road specified in column 2 of Part B to Schedule 4 (No Left Turn) to turn left into the road specified in column 3 of the said Schedule.

10. No person shall cause or permit any vehicle proceeding in any road or length of road specified in Column 2 of Part C to Schedule 4 (Right Turn Only) to proceed in any other direction than right into the road specified in Column 3 of the said Schedule.
11. No person shall cause or permit any vehicle proceeding in any road or length of road specified in Column 2 of Part D to Schedule 4 (Left  Turn Only) to proceed in any other direction than left  into the roads specified in Column 3 of the said Schedule.
12. No person shall cause or permit any vehicle to proceed in a ‘U turn’ in the lengths of roads  specified in column 3 of Part E to Schedule 4 (No U Turn) of the roads specified in Column 2 of the said Schedule. 
13. No person shall cause or permit any vehicle to proceed in any road or lengths of road specified in column 2 of Part F to Schedule 4 (Ahead only) to proceed in any direction other than straight ahead into the roads specified in column 3 of the said Schedule. 

14. No person shall cause or permit any motor vehicle to proceed in any road or length of road specified in Part A of Schedule 5 (Prohibition of Driving).
15. No person shall cause or permit any vehicle to enter the in any road or length of road specified Part B of Schedule 5 (Prohibition of Entry). 
16. No person shall cause or permit any vehicle to enter any road or section of road specified in Part C of Schedule 5 (Prohibition of Entry (except for Terminus Road loading permit holders)) except for Terminus Road loading permit holders.   
17. Except for access, no person shall cause or permit any motor vehicle to proceed in any road or length of road specified in Part D of Schedule 5 (Prohibition of Motor Vehicles except for access).
18. No person shall cause or permit any vehicle to enter any road or length of road specified in Part E of Schedule 5 (Prohibition of Entry – except for buses and Terminus Road loading permit holders) except for buses and Terminus Road loading permit holders.
19. No person shall cause or permit any vehicle over 17 tonnes gross weight to proceed in any road or length of road specified in Part F of Schedule 5 (Restriction on vehicles over 17 tonnes gross weight).
20. No person shall cause or permit any vehicle exceeding 7.5 tonnes gross weight to proceed in any road or length of road specified in Part G of Schedule 5 (Restriction on vehicles over 7.5 tonnes gross weight). 
21. No person shall cause or permit a coach to wait in any road or length of road specified in Part H to Schedule 5 (Prohibition of Coaches waiting on the highway). 
22. Between the hours of 6pm on one day and 8am on the next day, no person shall cause or permit any vehicle exceeding 5 tonnes gross weight to proceed in any road or length of road specified in Part I of Schedule 5 (Restriction on vehicles over 7.5 tonnes gross weight 6pm to 8am). 
23. No person shall cause or permit any vehicle other than a pedal cycle to proceed in any road or length of road specified in Schedule 6 (Cycle Lanes).  
24. No person shall cause or permit any vehicle other than a pedal cycle to proceed in the lengths of road as specified in Schedule 7 (Cycle Track ( with public right of way on foot)).   

PART III

EXEMPTIONS AND EXCEPTIONS

25. The restrictions imposed by Part II of this Order shall not apply in relation to the following vehicles: -
a. vehicles being used for fire brigade, ambulance or police purposes in an emergency;

b. vehicles being used for the purpose of any building operation, demolition or excavation in or adjacent to any road, the maintenance, improvement, reconstruction, inspection, cleansing or lighting of any road, , the laying, erection, alteration or repair in or adjacent to any road of any sewer or of any main, pipe or apparatus for the supply of gas, water or electricity or of any electronic communications network or the placing, maintenance or removal of any traffic sign, if the vehicle cannot conveniently and lawfully be used for that purpose in any other road.

26. Nothing in this Order shall apply to: -

a. anything done with the permission or at the direction of a police constable in uniform;

b. any person who causes any vehicle to proceed in accordance with any restriction or requirement indicated by traffic signs placed pursuant to Section 66 or Section 67 of the 1984 Act.

PART IV – SUPPLEMENTARY PROVISIONS

Application for and issue of Terminus Road loading permits
27. (1) An owner or occupier of any premises situated within the area of Terminus Road, where access to motor vehicles is restricted under the provisions of this Order and having no rear servicing facilities, may apply to the Council or authorised agent for the issue of a Terminus Road loading permit.  Any such application shall be made on a form obtainable from the Council or authorised agent and shall include the particulars and information required by such form to be supplied. 
(2) Subject to the receipt of an application made under the provisions of this Article,  the Council or  authorised agent, upon being satisfied that the applicant is the owner or occupier of premises within the area of Terminus Road where access is restricted under the provisions of this Order and that no other permit which remains valid has been issued under the provisions of this Order in respect of that vehicle, may issue to the applicant one Terminus Road loading permit for the leaving during the permitted hours in the area of Terminus Road referred to in Column 3 of Part C or Part E of Schedule 5 (Prohibition of Vehicles) to this Order for the purposes of delivering or collecting goods.   
(3) A  Terminus Road loading permit shall cease to be valid at the expiration of the period specified on it.

(4) If a Terminus Road loading permit is mutilated or accidentally defaced or the figures or particulars thereon have become illegible or the colour of permit has become altered by fading or otherwise the permit holder shall either surrender it to the Council or authorised agent and  apply to the Council or authorised agent for the issue to them of a duplicate permit. 
(5) If a Terminus Road loading permit is lost or destroyed, the Terminus Road loading permit holder may apply to the Council or authorised agent for the issue to them of a duplicate Terminus Road loading permit and the Council or authorised agent, upon being satisfied as to such loss or destruction, shall issue a duplicate Terminus Road loading permit, so marked, and upon such issue the Terminus Road loading permit shall become invalid.
(6) The provisions of this Order shall apply to a duplicate Terminus Road loading permit as if it were the original permit 
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
