The East Sussex (Prescribed Routes) 
(Havelock Road, Hastings)Order 202*

STATEMENT OF REASONS

The County Council’s reasons for proposing the above named Order is;

East Sussex County Council is working in partnership with Hastings Borough Council to implement the Hastings Green Connections project in Hastings Town Centre. The project aims to develop safe, vibrant and inclusive public spaces whilst promoting active and sustainable travel via walking and cycling. 

The Traffic Regulation Order will limit vehicles (including pedal cycles) from traveling southbound on the northbound cycle track from the southern end of Havelock Road (junction with Harold Place) to the northern end of Havelock Road (junction with Cornwallis Terrace / Station Approach / Devonshire Road). 

The Traffic Regulation Order is being implemented for the following reasons;

To facilitate the safe passage of all road users. 

To support the safe integration of the wider Hastings Green Connections project with the local highway network.

The proposed Traffic Regulation Order will be subject to consultation with local residents, Hastings Borough Council, the local County Council member and statutory bodies including the Police.
