East Sussex County Council (Prohibition and Restriction of Waiting, No Stopping, Loading, Unloading and Parking Places)(Hastings Borough Consolidation) Order 2025 Amendment * 202* (Hastings Green Connections)

STATEMENT OF REASONS
The County Council’s reasons for proposing the above named Order are:
East Sussex County Council is working in partnership with Hastings Borough Council to implement the Hastings Green Connections project in Hastings Town Centre. The project aims to develop safe, vibrant and inclusive public spaces whilst promoting active and sustainable travel via walking and cycling. 
The Traffic Regulation Order will help support the delivery of the scheme by revising the restrictions on the roads within the scheme’s boundary. 
The Traffic Regulation Order is being implemented for the following reasons;
· To facilitate the safe passage of all road users.
· To preserve or improve the amenities of the area through which the roads run. 
· To support the safe integration of the wider Hastings Green Connections project with the local highway network.
The proposed Traffic Regulation Order will be subject to consultation with local residents, Hastings Borough Council, the local County Council member and statutory bodies including the Police.
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
