Traffic Regulation Order 2020 Amendment No.2 Order 2024

Notice is hereby given that East Sussex County Council have made the above Order under the relevant sections of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984, as amended, and all other enabling powers coming into operation on 28 October 2024 which introduces, amends and revokes various restrictions along the following lengths of roads:
Changes to Prohibition of Waiting At Any Time in BEXHILL – Church Street, De La Warr Parade, Dorset Road South, Kings Close, Knole Road

Changes to Pay and Display 8am-6pm in BEXHILL – De La Warr Parade

Changes to Permit Holder or Time Limited Mon-Sat 8am-6pm maximum stay 2 hours no return within 2 hours in BATTLE – Lower Lake

Changes to Permit Holder or Time Limited 8am-6pm maximum stay 2 hours no return within 2 hours in BEXHILL - Dorset Road South, Eversley Road, Jameson Road, Knole Road

Changes to Permit Holders or Time Limited Mon to Sat 8am-6pm maximum stay 2 hours no return within 2 hours in BEXHILL – Kings Close, Reginald Road

Changes to Time Limited Mon-Sat 8am-6pm maximum stay 2 hours no return within 2 hours in BEXHILL – Chestnut Walk

Changes to Loading/Unloading Goods Vehicles Only 8am-6pm in BEXHILL – Western Road

Changes to School Keep Clear Mon to Fri 8am-10am and 3pm-5pm except August in BEXHILL – Hastings Road 

Changes to School Keep Clear Mon to Fri 8am-9:30am and 2:30pm-4pm except August in BODIAM – Castle Road

Introduction of Disabled Persons Parking Places in BEXHILL – Eversley Road, Jameson Road, London Road, Reginald Road, Sidley Street

Introduction of Loading/Unloading Only 8am-6pm in BEXHILL – Western Road

Introduction of Permit Holders Only Mon-Sat 8am-6pm in BATTLE – Lower Lake

Introduction of School Keep Clear Mon to Fri 8am-9:30am and 2:30pm-4pm in BEXHILL – Birkdale, School Place; STONEGATE – Station Road

Introduction of School Keep Clear Mon to Fri 7:30am-9:30am and 4pm-6pm except August in BEXHILL – Hastings Road

Introduction of Time Limited Mon to Sat 8am-6pm maximum stay 2 hours no return within 2 hours in BEXHILL – Cooden Sea Road

Introduction of Prohibition of Waiting at Any Time in BEXHILL – Canada Way, Church Street, Cooden Sea Road, De La Warr Parade, Georgian Close, Gunters Lane, Hastings Road, Jubilee Road, Links Drive, London Road, Mount Idol View, Pankhurst Rise, Sackville Road, School Place, The Finches, The Highlands, Turkey Road, Upper Sea Road; CATSFIELD - Church Road, The Green; HURST GREEN - Foundry Close; NETHERFIELD – Darvel Down; RYE – Harbour Road, Mary Stanford Green; TICEHURST – Church Street, High Street

A copy of the made Orders, plans showing the lengths of road and a statement of the Council’s reasons for proposing the Order, along with copies of those parts of the old Orders being revoked can be viewed at https://consultation.eastsussex.gov.uk/economy-transport-environment/rother-2-formal or inspected in Reception, East Sussex County Council, County Hall, St Anne’s Crescent, Lewes, BN7 1UE on Monday to Friday between 9am and 4pm and at Bexhill Library, Western Road, Bexhill-on-Sea, TN40 1DY,  Monday 10am – 1pm, Tuesday 10am – 4pm, Wednesday 1:30pm – 6pm, Thursday 11am – 6pm, and Friday - Saturday 10am – 5pm.

Any person wishing to question the validity of the Order or any of its provisions on the grounds that it is not within the powers conferred by the Road Traffic Regulation Act of 1984, or on the grounds that any requirement of the Road Traffic Regulation Act or of any instrument made under it has not been complied with in relation to the Order, may within six weeks of the date the Order is made, apply to the High Court for this purpose.
